Key information:

•	 Highly organized document: written for specific person or group of people (boss 
at work, member of other organization, committee etc.).

•	 Provides information on particular situation or event: people then usually use 
report and its conclusions to make decisions.

•	 Formal and impersonal style: avoid use of contractions; avoid using pronoun “I” 
in main paragraphs if possible (can use passive voice instead – for example, 
“they were interviewed” instead of “I interviewed them”).
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
